Just Monday I was speaking with the women who were finishing the “Forgiven & Set Free” post-
abortion Bible Study … I wish you could see the glow on their faces and the radiance in their eyes … 
eyes full of new life and freedom in the love and grace of Jesus Christ … and hear their testimonies 
and watch how God is transforming their lives … and to think that this most recent group was led by 
one of our first group members - whom God has so worked in her life that now she is helping lead 
these groups!  Isn’t that just what God’s all about … He redeems every pain and every mistake … 
even every sin and transforms them into an opportunity to the praise of the glory of His Grace! 

 
Two days before this meeting with these women, I was standing before our very first training session training leaders for the “WAIT 
Training” abstinence program we present in local schools and youth groups.  We had men and women from across Nova Scotia and here 
in the Valley learning how to use this powerful, interactive material.  It was only yesterday that I stood before three grade 8 classes using 
this material teaching them how to build strong relationships while they delay becoming physically intimate for stronger marriages.  
Thanks to your prayerful and financial support, we are able to offer these highly sought after classes to students in our Valley. 
 
Janet, one of our clients at the Centre this month, was saying to Sylvia, “It seems like you people here at the Pregnancy Centre really care 
about me!  You are not like other clinics I’ve been to.  You seem to really care for me as a person!  Maybe that’s because … you are 
Christians …”  You are helping us bring Christ to those facing Crisis pregnancies & parenting needs and they are seeing Him in and 
through us! 
 
We’ve spent the month of November promoting adoption as a positive option through holding 
mass meetings and distributing posters throughout the Valley.  We’re now working with the 
adoption support worker of Family & Children’s Services here in the Annapolis Valley and have 
been given permission by her to be able to walk our with our clients through the adoption 
process if they would like us to do so!    
 
Thinking about adoption, just last week I was talking with a recent client who, after coming in to 
see us, decided to change her plans for an abortion and make a plan of adoption for her child.    
I was asking her what her experience was like now that her child is three years old.  Did she regret her decision?  Was it torture for her to 
handle it now?  She said, άL ƴŜǾŜǊ ǇŜǊǎƻƴŀƭƭȅ ŜȄǇŜǊƛŜƴŎŜŘ ŀƴȅ ǘƻǊǘǳǊŜ.  Having [my daughter] has been the greatest accomplishment of 
my life and even if I had the chance to go back I would do it again.  I don't find it torture largely due to the peace I have about the 
situation from God, but also the fact that I know deep down that she is in the best place for her.  It would have been selfish for me to 
keep her - only because I didn't want to get hurt.  I really didn't want a child.  Her parents were so excited to welcome her to their 
family.  They had been waiting a long time for that opportunity.  It was a fairly clear choice for me when I really stepped back and 
thought about it. I'm really proud of her and the whole situationΦέ  Research indicates that birth mothers who make an adoption plan 
for their child feel good about their decision!  Most teens reveal that they did not consider adoption because no one raised the option 
with them.  Please promote adoption with us! 
 
We’ve begun ministering to men’s needs as we follow God’s lead to include them in a more comprehensive approach to healthy 
relationships and defending the cause of life.  We held a men’s breakfast and are now planning a men’s small group ministry to bring 
healing and develop leaders among men.  If you know of some men who might benefit from this, contact us! 
 
We have been so busy ministering through the open doors God is opening for us that we did not hold our usual fall Walk-A-Thon.  We 
will be holding that in the spring.  Until then, you still have an opportunity to share with us in these amazing ministries through your 
prayerful and financial support.
